Homeboy Industries, a gang-intervention program
in the Boyle Heights neighborhood of Los Angeles,
also known as the gang capital of the world. In his
book Boyle has distilled his experience working
with gangs into a series of parables inspired by
faith. Filled with sparkling humor these essays
about universal kinship and redemption are moving
examples of the power of unconditional love and
the importance of fighting despair.
